PREVNet's Featured NGO – 2nd Edition, Girl Guides of Canada


Student Advisory Committee Member, Danielle Quigley, discussed Girl Guides of Canada's PREVNet partnership with, Ms. Tania Dungca - National Training Coordinator for Girl Guides of Canada. She had this to say:
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"Girl Guides of Canada-Guides du Canada is the largest organization for girls and women in Canada and is part of the largest worldwide network of girls and women in the world. Guiding helps girls and young women to discover and fulfill their potential in an all-female environment.  With encouraging female role models, girls and young women are participating in a wide array of activities such as camping, learning about the environment, sports, the arts and becoming a good community and global citizen. Guiding offers many different activities that appeal to girls with varied interests. Through these activities, girls and young women develop leadership, decision-making and life skills that benefit them in school, and in their lives and careers. Guiding empowers today's girls and young women to make new friends, learn new skills and have new adventures.

In the past year we have, addressed issues of diversity and equity throughout the organization. As a result of our New Unit Initiative, we have been able to offer Guiding to almost 300 girls from communities where Guiding has not been an option until now. These include women’s shelters and economically challenged neighbourhoods. We continue to work at making Guiding accessible to all girls across the country.

The biggest lesson we have learned is that we need to listen to our girls and incorporate their ideas into all aspects of Guiding. We need to recognize that they are the future and that the future is now.  

We encourage and equip the girls and young women to be actively involved in their program planning. The program activities feature many learning opportunities about leadership development, self-esteem, interpersonal skills and teamwork.  Guiding activities also promote inclusivity and appreciation for diversity. All of these contribute to healthy girls, healthy relationships and healthy communities. 

Girl Guides of Canada-Guides du Canada is a Movement of girls and women that challenges members in their personal development and empowers them to be responsible citizens. Our partnership with PREVNet supports our mission by providing us with resources that educate adult Members about social and relational aggression between girls and their role in preventing it. The resources that Dr. Tina Daniels authored for us will be presented in an enrichment training module that will be available to all of our adult Members. There will also be a series of activities that girls can do in their units to promote healthy relationships and prevent bullying. Through these activities, girls will learn about the impact of bullying as well as the benefits of friendships, belonging and connections with others. 

We look forward to working collaboratively with PREVNet in the areas of assessment and policy as we continue our work in fostering healthy relationships among girls and young women in Canada."
